INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Please follow the installation instruction on page 1 — 3. The shoe must be mounted at first stage.

2. Insert the bolt to the shoe from the rear, with the spring properly inserted to the bolt.

3. Align the shoe to the bracket with the correct position (left or right) corresponding to the door
handing. lllustration shows left handing. -

4. Tighten the screw using the supplied 5/32” (4 mm) hexagonal wrench.

NOTE:
Spring Cush will slow the door down 5 degrees (5°) ahead from normal dead stop point.
Despite installation of the Spring Cush, do not adjust BACKCHECK settings of door closer.

GENERAL NOTES HOW TO DETERMINE

The Cushion Arm Closer is non-handed and is designed to meet entrance
accessibility requirements. Determine hand of door first before installation. HAND OF DOOR
Refer to the illustration (right), then the proper installation template. _
The Cushion Arm Closer can be adjusted to handle all exterior doors up to

4’0" and interior doors up to 5’0" wide. Adjust the spring power as shown \ OUTSIDE /
before installing the closer. Turn the spring adjustment nut clockwise or \
counter-clockwise to the required number of turns to match door width as LEMFTQ ! @ &

RIGHT

indicated in the chart below. HAND
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IMPORTANT - When adjusting spring power DO NOT exceed the maximum
number of turns in either direction. Doing so may damage the closer.

For Left Hand doors: Al shoes ore shipped assembled
for left hond doors. Insert 5/16" (Bmm) Hex wrench into

orm stop and turn counter ~—clockwise to seot stop as
tightly as possible.

For Right Hand doors: (see illustration) Push filler plug
out of shoe. Using o §/16” (8mm) Hex wrench, turn arm
stop clockwise to remove from shoe. Thread arm stop in

hole marked "R”. Turn wrench counter —clockwise, seating
stop as tightly as possible. Insert filler plug into otherhole.

3. Attoch complete arm to closer, as shown of left .
Arm will be at about ¢ 30" angle to closer body.
Fosten with arm shoft screw. The arm will appeoar to
be in an incorrect position. This is to occomodate the
pre~lood required for parallel arm mounted door
closers. See Fig.2 .

4.Mount closer on door, using fasteners provided.
NOTE: arm will provide some resistance.

5.Swing door open about 45, Mount shoe to frame stop
per proper templating on opposite page. Be sure to
install the "fifth” screw. if stop is not wide enough,
use spocer block provided.
